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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Spring 2010 Adult Population Projections for fiscal years 2009-10 through 2014-15,
compiled by CDCR, are contained in the attached report. These projections do not reflect
proposed legislation, programs, propositions, or policy changes that have not been signed or
affirmed as of the beginning of the projection process (i.e., December 31, 2009). The parole
reforms and credit earning changes set forth in Senate Bill (SB) 18 (3™ Extraordinary
Session) signed by the Governor on October 11, 2009 are taken into account here to the
extent possible.

With regard to actual population, the total adult institution population was 168,830 on
December 31, 2009. This is 1.3 percent (2,255) lower than the actual population on
December 31, 2008. This drop in total institution population compares to a decline of
0.2 percent (359) seen from December 31, 2007 to December 31, 2008. The institution
population experienced an annual compounded growth of 0.5 percent over the last 10 years.

The actual adult parole population was 109,026 on December 31, 2009. This is 11.8 percent
(14,571) lower than the actual December 31, 2008 parole population, primarily due to the
discharge of deported parolees beginning in March 2009. This decrease in the actual parole
population compares to a 2.6 percent (3,309) decrease seen from December 31, 2007 to
December 31, 2008.

With regard to differences between the Spring 2010 and Fall 2009 Projections, the
Spring 2010 Projections institution population is lower than the Fall 2009 Projections
throughout the projection cycle, primarily due to the impact of SB 18. The baseline
projection, based on historical trends, resulted in an increase in projected population for the
first three years, offsetting the decrease associated with SB 18. The historical trend impact
decreased the baseline projection in the last three years. The institution population is
projected to be 165,342 on June 30, 2010, which is 2,111 lower than that projected in the
Fall 2009 Projections. The population is projected to be 168,012 on June 30, 2015, which is
9,213 lower than the Fall 2009 Projections. The Spring 2010 Projections still anticipate the
institution population to increase over the six-year projection cycle

The Spring 2010 Projections active parole population (excluding those on non-revocable
parole) is lower than forecasted in the Fall 2009 Projections throughout the projection cycle
due to an increase in discharges from parole and the impact of non-revocable parole which
was authorized by SB 18. On June 30, 2010, the active population is projected to be 93,020,
which is 17,558 lower than that projected in the Fall 2009 Projections. The active parole
population is projected to be 87,055 on June 30, 2015, which is 21,522 lower than the
Fall 2009 Projections.

The non-revocable parole population is projected to be 22,002 on June 30, 2010, decreasing
to 9,247 on June 30, 2015. This decrease is primarily due to the fact that a large number of
parolees who were on active parole before being placed on non-revocable parole were given
credit for the amount of time already spent on parole and therefore are projected to
discharge in less than 13 months. New releases to parole will generally spend 13 months on
non-revocable parole unless they are arrested for committing another crime.
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ADULT POPULATION PROJECTIONS
Introduction

This  document contains the California Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation’s (CDCR) projections of the adult institution, parole, and outpatient
populations for fiscal years 2009-10 through 2014-15. The projections are based upon the
most current actual data for the adult populations from the previous years. The projections
take into account the effects of existing laws and regulations on the State prison and parole
system. The potential effects of newly signed legislation that will come into effect during
the current projections cycle are also considered, but only if the impact on the State prison
system can be estimated. The projections do not include proposed legislation, programs,
propositions, or policy changes that have not been signed or affirmed as of the beginning of
the projection process.

Projections Methodology and Data Limitations

The CDCR Office of Research uses the most current data and methodology to produce these
population projections. Outside experts are employed to review the methodology on a
regular basis as a means of continual improvement of the techniques applied.

Methodology - Although the CDCR institution and parole population projections are
designed to be as accurate as possible, most corrections population experts agree that
projections beyond two to three years are difficult at best." Most experts also agree that
micro-simulation models provide the most accurate long-term projections. To forecast
future population levels, Adult Population Projections first utilizes projected new
admissions and then a micro-simulation model to project the number of offenders who will
be returned to prison, and how long they and current inmates will stay. The model simulates
the expected movements (e.g., from institution to parole, from parole to discharge) and
lengths of stay at each stage for each individual offender, one felon at a time. Movements
and lengths of stay are based upon historical trend data input into the model. The simulation
process continues until the felon either dies, discharges, or his or her next move is beyond
the projection period. When one of these conditions occur the model returns to the main
program for the next felon until it has processed all offenders projected in the system.

Limitations of the Data - Offender movement in the modeling process is based on major
factors that affect the population, such as new admissions from court, length of stay in
prison, length of stay on parole, and rate of return to prison from parole. This process
requires the application of sound and reasonable assumptions, which preclude simulations
from being an “exact” science. Rather they provide realistic projections of trends that are
grounded in historical and current data.

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The projections presented here assume that policies and practices in place at the time the
projection is made will remain unchanged. However, it is highly likely that unpredictable
changes will occur, creating an unexpected increase or decrease in the trends, which in turn,
will affect the accuracy of the projections. These changes will be incorporated into future
projections. Furthermore, as is generally the case with population forecasting, the further
out in the forecast horizon, the less accurate the projections will be.

Expert Review - The Department contracted with two individuals who have demonstrated
expertise in criminology, statistics, and forecasting to evaluate the projections process and
the simulation model. Their scope of work included reviewing the data used and the
methods by which key elements are developed, comparing the simulation model to
methodologies used by comparable agencies, and reviewing the methodology currently used
to project new admissions. In addition, they evaluated what is an acceptable level of
accuracy for projections, compared to the accuracy of projections achieved by comparable
agencies. The findings of their evaluation and resulting recommendations for improvements
to the simulation model and/or the process by which the projections are developed were
completed at end of fiscal year 2008-09. Overall, those findings support the validity of our
approach. Their recommendations will be carefully considered and those that are deemed
feasible and appropriate will be implemented when funding is available.

Trends and Forecast

By the end of fiscal year 2008-09 the CDCR inmate population was 167,832, its lowest
point since November 2005. This was mainly due to a decrease in new admissions and
parole violator returns during the last six months of the fiscal year. However, this decrease
was primarily due to the fact that CDCR’s reception centers were full and unable to take the
full number of inmates committed to state prison. By June 2009 there was a backlog of
2,000 inmates in county jails waiting to be delivered to CDCR. In addition, the number of
parole violators housed in county jails under local assistance agreements increased from a
normal population of about 1,500 to 1,800 during this same time period. Although CDCR
was aware of this backlog, it was unable to account for them in the projections process
because of a lack of demographic and sentencing data. The backlog continued to increase,
reaching a high of almost 2,500 by the end of August 2009. A disturbance at California
Institution for Men in August also resulted in a temporary reduction in the population as
displaced inmates were moved to a vacant juvenile facility. The local assistance population
continued to increase, reaching a high of about 2,500 by the end of September 2009. By the
end of December 2009, these issues had been resolved and the CDCR inmate population
increased to 168,830. The Fall 2009 Projections, completed in August 2009, were lower
than the previous projection due to the above mentioned decrease in admissions and parole
violator returns. By the time the backlogs were cleared the projections were significantly
lower than the actual population. As a result, the Spring 2010 Baseline Projections are
higher than the Fall 2009 Projections for the first three years of the projection cycle.

One of the major factors in determining the future institution population is admissions from
court. The fluctuations in admissions during the calendar year 2009 presented a unique
problem in projecting the Spring 2010 admissions. To avoid a spike in admissions due to
the abnormal trend over the last 12 months, we applied a normal trend line, based on a
previous year of admissions, to the total number of admissions received in 2009.
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On October 11, 2009, Senate Bill (SB) 18 (3" Extraordinary Session) was signed into law.
This law impacts CDCR’s institution and parole populations by reducing length of stay for
some offenders, restricting who is sentenced to prison, and decreasing the number of parole
violators returned to prison. It was a challenge to include these changes in the Spring 2010
projections process. Some of the changes introduced by SB 18 could not be included in the
projections due to an inability to estimate the impact. Please see the description of the
legislation in the appendix for more information about what was and was not included in
this projection. For further discussion of what was included in the projections and the
impact of those changes, please see sections | and 11 of this document.

SB 18 allows offenders to earn up to six weeks per year off their sentences by completing
certain rehabilitation programs such as earning a general education diploma or obtaining a
vocational certificate. It also allows for inmates to earn two days of sentence credit for
every day immediately upon completion of firefighting training, rather than waiting for fire
camp placement as previously required, and provides two days of sentence credit for every
day an inmate works in an institution firehouse. In addition, the law allows some offenders
to earn day-for-day credit for time served in county jail rather than the one-third credit
previously allowed. The eligibility criteria for earning sentence credits include behavior
and/or prior history that could only be determined by file reviews on a case by case basis.
Therefore, the estimated impact was based only on available electronic data. This could
result in an over-estimation of credits earned by offenders participating in programs and jail
credits.

SB 18 creates a system of non-revocable parole for certain low-risk parolees. Parolees
placed on non-revocable parole are not subject to revocation for violation of conditions of
parole. They will generally be discharged from parole after 13 months unless arrested for
committing a new crime. As with the additional credits discussed in the paragraph above,
the eligibility criteria include behavior and/or history only found in the offender’s file. Prior
to completion of the projections, the Division of Adult Parole Operations was able to do file
reviews for a sample of potentially eligible parolees. Based on that sample data, a failure
rate was calculated and applied to the number of offenders otherwise deemed to be eligible
for non-revocable parole based on electronic data. However, there is still a potential for
error in determining the number of offenders eligible for non-revocable parole, resulting in
an over-estimation of the impact on the population.

Projections
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Population Trends

On December 31, 2009, the total institution population was 168,830. This is 1.3 percent
(2,255) lower than the December 31, 2008 population. The institution population
experienced an annual compounded growth of 0.5 percent over the last ten years. See
Section 111, Institution Population, for more details.

The parole population on December 31, 2009 was 109,026. This is 11.8 percent (14,571)
lower than the December 31, 2008 parole population. The male population was 96,512 on
December 31, 2009 and the female parole population was 12,514. See Section 11, Parole
Population, for more details.

SB 18 Changes

The Spring 2010 Final Projections incorporate the impact of SB 18 on the institution and
parole populations. Milestone completion credits allow eligible inmates to receive up to six
weeks of additional credits, thus reducing time served in prison. Inmates must complete
designated educational or vocational programs to receive the average one month credit.
Earning a GED, adult basic education, firefighter training, substance abuse treatment, and
vocational training are some examples of the selected programs inmates must complete to
earn this credit. SB 18 allows inmates in county jail awaiting commitment to prison to earn
one day of credit for every day of post-sentence incarceration, an increase from the former
credit of one day for two days of time served. Non-revocable parole (NRP) removes low
level parolees from active parole supervision and does not allow for return to custody for
parole violations. To be eligible for NRP, the offender must meet the eligibility criteria.
See the Legislation section in the appendix for more details on SB 18.

Tables A and B show the net impact of SB 18 on the Spring 2010 Final Projections and the
trend impact of the Spring 2010 Baseline compared to the Fall 2009 Projections for the
institution and parole populations.

On June 30, 2010, the institution population is projected to be 165,342, which is 2,111
lower than projected in the Fall 2009 Projections. The Spring 2010 Baseline projection
increased the population by 1,721 (trend impact). The Spring 2010 Final projection is 3,832
lower than the Spring 2010 Baseline (SB 18 impact). The trend impact will offset the
impact of SB 18 for the first three years of the projection cycle. By June 30, 2015, the
institution population is projected to be 168,012; the trend impact decreases the population
by 1,347 and SB 18 decreases it by 7,866 for a net impact of 9,213 lower than the Fall 2009

On June 30, 2010, the active parole population is projected to be 93,020, which is
17,558 lower than projected in the Fall 2009 Projections. The Spring Baseline projection
decreased the population by 3,338 (trend impact). The Spring 2010 Final projection is
14,220 lower than the Spring 2010 Baseline (SB 18 impact). By June 30, 2015, the active
parole population is projected to be 87,055; the trend impact decreases the population by
6,490 and SB 18 decreases it by 15,032 for a net impact of 21,522 lower than the Fall 2009

Felon Parole Movement Projections

Parole intake in fiscal year 2009-10, which includes releases from the institutions and
reinstatements to active parole from suspend status, is anticipated to be 8.0 percent (13,880)
lower than fiscal year 2008-09. Releases from prison to parole are anticipated to decrease
by 8.6 percent (11,697) in fiscal year 2009-10 compared to fiscal year 2008-09. Intake is
expected to decrease throughout the projection cycle.

Parole exits (discharges from parole, returns to custody, suspensions, and deaths) in fiscal
year 2009-10 are expected to be 5.3 percent (9,883) lower than fiscal year 2008-09. EXits
are projected to continue to decrease during the remainder of the projection cycle.

The projected movements of the male and female felon parole populations are detailed in
Tables 13 and 14 at the end of this section. Additionally, the movement projections for the
male and female civil narcotic addict outpatient population are detailed in Tables 15 and 16
at the end of this section.

The parole population is projected to be lower than forecasted in the Spring 2010 Baseline
Projections throughout the projection cycle. This change is primarily due to the
implementation of NRP, which was authorized by SB 18. See the Legislation section in the
appendix for more details on SB 18.

On June 30, 2010, the population is projected to be 93,020, which is 14,220 lower than
projected in the Spring 2010 Baseline Projections. By June 30, 2015, the parole population
is projected to be 87,055 or 15,032 lower than the Spring 2010 Baseline Projections.

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Non-Revocable Parole

On June 30, 2010, the NRP population is projected to be 22,002, and is expected to decrease
to a projected population of 11,666 by June 30, 2011. The decrease after the first projected
year is due to the large number of active parolees placed on NRP that will begin to
discharge during the first year. These parolees began their original parole terms before the
passage of SB 18 and were scheduled to discharge during 2010. The NRP population will
stabilize after the first two projected years. Table E shows the projected population for the
next six years.

On December 31, 2009, the total institution population was 168,830. This is 1.3 percent
(2,255) lower than the population on December 31, 2008. The institution population
experienced an annual compounded growth of 0.5 percent over the last ten years.

The institution population is projected to be 169,174 on June 30, 2010, and is expected to
increase to a projected population of 175,878 by June 30, 2015. This is a 4.8 percent growth
over the actual prison population on June 30, 2009, shown above in Table A. Table B
shows the projected population for the next six years.

Placement Needs Projections

As in the Fall 2009 Projections, the Spring 2010 Projections of institution bed needs, by
level, consider both inmate classification score level and administrative determinants, such
as institutional security and public safety, as specified in Section 62010 of the CDCR’s
Department Operations Manual. It is assumed that the male felon reception center
population will fluctuate proportionately with the changes in male felon intake. Special
housing projections assume a constant proportion of the number of inmates of each
classification level in each of these categories over the projection cycle. The projections do
not consider the impact of operational changes such as the need to single-cell level 1V
inmates in the Enhanced Outpatient Program or the increase in indeterminate Security
Housing Unit (SHU) terms. Each of these changes in policy or programs could result in the
need for additional level IV and SHU beds. Both the Spring 2010 Final Projections Tables
in Section Il and the Spring 2010 Baseline Tables in Section Ill display the projected
placement needs for the male felon and total male institution populations. See Tables 5 and
6 in both sections.

Institution Population Projections Comparison

The adult institution population was 168,830 on December 31, 2009, or 1,544 higher than
forecasted in the Fall 2009 Projections. The difference is due to more new admissions and
fewer re-releases to parole than expected which is partially offset by fewer parole violators
returned to custody than expected.
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Table C compares the Spring 2010 Baseline Projections to the Fall 2009 Projections.

The institution population is projected to be higher than forecasted in the Fall 2009
Projections for the first three years and lower throughout the remaining projection cycle.
The change is due primarily to a higher actual population at the start of the Spring 2010
Baseline Projections and an increase in projected admissions resulting in a higher projection
for the first three years. A decrease in the number of parole violators returned to custody
will reverse this trend in the last three years.

On June 30, 2010, the population is projected to be 169,174, which is 1,721 higher than
projected in the Fall 2009 Projections. By June 30, 2015, the institution population is
projected to be 175,878 or 1,347 lower than the Fall 2009 Projections.
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New Admissions
New Admission Trends

Table D summarizes actual felon admissions to CDCR prisons from fiscal year 1999-00
through fiscal year 2008-09. Consistent with past practice, admission rates displayed in
Tables D and E are expressed as the number of felon new admissions from court per
100,000 California residents, ages 18-49.

In the last 6 months, the number of new admissions (NA) from court was 23,801. This is an
increase of 2.5 percent compared to the NAs for the same time period one year ago. Female
felon new admissions decreased by 9.1 percent over the last six months compared to the
same time period in 2008.

New Admission Projections and Comparison

As shown in Table E, the Spring 2010 felon admissions projection is higher than the
Fall 2009 Projections throughout the projection cycle. This change is mainly due to the fact
that during the last six months of fiscal year 2008-09, approximately 2,500 felon admissions
were held back at the county level because of overcrowding in the state reception centers.
This backlog of felon admissions was eliminated during the first 6 months of fiscal year
2009-10; as a result, admissions exceeded the Fall 2009 Projection by 12.5 percent.

Court Sentences

As shown in Table F, the average sentence for newly admitted felons and parole violators
returned with new terms (PV-WNT) was 51.8 months for fiscal year 2008-09, an increase of
2.2 months over the previous fiscal year. Pre-confinement credits increased by .4 months
during fiscal year 2008-009.

Male Felon Parole Violator Trends

For the 6 month period from July to December 2009, there were 28,839 male felon parole
violators returned to custody or pending parole revocation (PV-RTC/PendRev), 3,227 less
than in the Fall 2009 Projections. The corresponding return rate was 52.8, or 5.4 points
lower than projected.

There were 9,020 male felon PV-WNTs for the same July to December 2009 period,
523 more than in the Fall 2009 Projections. The corresponding male felon PV-WNT return
rate was 16.5 or 1.1 point higher than projected.

Figure 1 illustrates actual male felon parole violator returns for each quarter from June 2000
through December 20009.

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Male Felon Parole Violator Time Served

The average time served in prison for male PV-RTCs during the 2008-09 fiscal year was
3.8 months. During the July to December 2009 period, the average was 3.9 months,
resulting in an average for calendar year 2009 of about 3.9 months.

The Spring 2010 Baseline Projections assume that time served will increase to 3.9 months,
approximately 2 days more than assumed in the Fall 2009 Projections.

Male Felon Parole Violator Projections and Comparisons

Figure 2 displays the actual male felon PV-RTC/PendRev rates for the last ten fiscal years,

along with the projected rates for the Spring 2010 Baseline Projections and the Fall 2009
Projections.

The Spring 2010 Baseline Projections assume that the male felon PV-RTC/PendRev rate
will be about 52.0 throughout the projections cycle.

Female Felon Parole Violator Trends

There were 2,671 female felon PV-RTC/PendRev returns during the July to December 2009

period, 219 less than in the Fall 2009 Projections. The corresponding return rate was 37.8,
or 2.9 points lower than projected.

There were 753 female felon PV-WNTSs for the same July to December 2009 period, 59 less

than in the Fall 2009 Projections. The corresponding female felon PV-WNT return rate was
10.7 or less than one point lower than projected.
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Figure 4 illustrates actual female felon parole violators returned to custody for each quarter
from June 2000 through December 2009.

Female Felon Parole Violator Time Served

The average time served for female PV-RTCs during the 2008-09 fiscal year was
3.5 months. The average time served during the July to December 2009 period was
3.4 months. The Spring 2010 Baseline Projections assume that time served will decrease to
3.4 months, approximately 1 day less than assumed in the Fall 2009 Projections.

This is 11.8 percent (14,571)
lower than the December 31, 2008 parole population. The male population was 96,512 on
December 31, 2009 and the female parole population was 12,514.

Felon Parole Movement Trends

Felon parole intake decreased by 2.1 percent (3,690) during fiscal year 2008-09, compared
to an increase of 2.1 percent (3,591) in the previous fiscal year. Releases from prison to
parole decreased by 1.8 percent (2,455) during fiscal year 2008-09, compared to an increase
of 2.1 percent in the previous fiscal year.

During July through December 2009, releases from prison to parole of NAs and PV-WNTSs
was less than 1 percent (24) less than projected and releases of PV-RTCs to parole was
4.5 percent less (1,516) than projected.

Exits from parole increased by 5.0 percent (8,959) during fiscal year 2008-09, compared to
an 8.9 percent (14,531) increase in the previous fiscal year. Discharges from parole
increased by 27.1 percent (12,941) during fiscal year 2008-09, compared to an increase of
40.5 percent (13,775) during the previous fiscal year. Other exits from parole (PV-WNT
and PV-RTC/PendRev returns, suspensions, and deaths) decreased by 3.0 percent (3,982) in
fiscal year 2008-09, compared to an increase of less than 1 percent (756) in the previous
fiscal year.
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Over the last 6 months, exits from parole were 2.4 percent more (1,991) than projected in
the Fall 2009 Projections.

Parole Population Projections

The parole population is projected to be 107,240 on June 30, 2010. The parole population is
predicted to decline throughout the projection cycle. On June 30, 2015, the parole
population is projected to be 102,087. Table H shows the projected parole and outpatient
population for the next six years.

Felon Parole Movement Projections

Parole intake in fiscal year 2009-10, which includes releases from the institutions and
reinstatements to active parole from suspend status, is anticipated to be 7.7 percent (13,378)
lower than fiscal year 2008-09. Releases from prison to parole are anticipated to decrease
by 8.9 percent (12,142) in fiscal year 2009-10 compared to fiscal year 2008-09. Intake is
expected to decrease throughout the projection cycle.

Parole exits (discharges from parole, returns to custody, suspensions, and deaths) in fiscal
year 2009-10 are expected to be 12.4 percent (23,352) lower than fiscal year 2008-09. EXxits
are projected to continue to decrease during the remainder of the projection cycle.

The projected movements of the male and female felon parole populations are detailed in
Tables 13 and 14 at the end of this section. Additionally, the movement projections for the
male and female civil narcotic addict outpatient population are detailed in Tables 15 and 16
at the end of this section.
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Parole Projections Comparison

The total parole population was 109,026 on December 31, 2009, or 1,942 lower than
projected in the Fall 2009 Projections. This difference was mainly due to more discharges
from parole and fewer re-releases to parole than expected, partially offset by fewer returns
to custody from parole and more reinstatements to parole than expected. Table I displays
the projected parole population for the next six years.

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Significant Chaptered Legislation, Initiatives, Propositions and Policy Changes

Legislation

The following legislation was chaptered and will have an impact on the State prison system.
The impacts of this legislation are listed below.

Chapter 28, Statutes of 2009 [Senate Bill (SB) 18, Ducheny]

Increases the dollar amount threshold for theft and property crimes, as specified. The
impact of this portion of the bill is anticipated to be negligible.

Increases jail credit earning from one-third to day-for-day for persons designated as
eligible to earn increased credit. The estimated impact for this portion of the bill has
been incorporated into the population projections.

Provides for additional program credit earning of one to six weeks per performance
milestone, as specified. The estimated impact for this portion of the bill has been
incorporated into the population projections.

Expands credit earning for inmate firefighters assigned to institution firehouses, and
other inmate firefighters as specified. The impact of this portion of the bill is anticipated
to be negligible.

Authorizes each county to establish a Community Corrections Performance Incentives
Fund (CCPIF) to implement community corrections programs which include
programming goals, incentives, and guidelines for the supervision and rehabilitative
services for adult felony offenders subject to probation, as well as evidence-based
community corrections practices and programming. It is anticipated that this portion of
the bill would impact the State prison system; however, it is not possible to estimate the
degree of impact. For this reason, an impact cannot be incorporated into the population
projections. Additional legislation regarding CCPIF; Chapter 608, Statutes of 2009
[Senate Bill (SB) 678, Leno]. Provides additional specifics on calculations,
appropriations, and distribution of funds, responsibilities of authorities, and possible
determination of State mandates.

Prohibits the Department from returning specified parolees to prison, placing a parole
hold on the parolee, or reporting the parolee to the Board of Parole Hearings for a
violation of parole, as specified (Summary Parole). The estimated impact for this
portion of the bill has been incorporated into the population projections.

Requires the Secretary of the California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation to
establish parole reentry accountability program for parolees who have been sentenced to
a determinate term of imprisonment. Additionally, requires the Department to employ a
parole violation decision-making instrument to determine the most appropriate sanctions
for parolees who violate their parole conditions. Although an impact of this portion of
the bill is anticipated, an impact cannot be incorporated into the population projections.
Authorizes the Department to refer parole violators with a history of substance abuse or
mental illness to a reentry court program. It is not possible to estimate the impact of this
portion of the bill, partially because there may be overlap of current programs and
current court specific jurisdictions. Although an impact of this portion of the bill is
anticipated, an impact cannot be incorporated into the population projections.
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Initiatives

Currently, there are no initiatives that will have an estimated impact on the State prison
system.

Policy Changes

Currently, there are no new policy changes that have been implemented that will have an
impact on the State prison system.
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Glossary of Terms
ADP (Average Daily Population): The average population per day for a stated
population for a specified time period, usually one year.

ADMISSION: The first commitment from court for felons and civil narcotic
addicts.

CCC: Community Correctional Center

CNA (Civil Narcotic Addict): An offender civilly committed to CDCR for
treatment of narcotic addiction per Welfare and Institutions Code 3000 et seq.

CO-OPS (Cooperative Cases): Cases provided parole supervision through the
Interstate Compact agreement between California and other states.

COP (Continued on Parole): Parolees who are returned to CDCR custody and are
returned to parole without having revocation time assessed and their parole revoked.

DIAGNOSTIC (County Diagnostic Case): An offender placed by the court in
CDCR custody for a pre-sentence diagnostic evaluation (Penal Code Section
1203.03).

DJJ “M” Cases: Youth offenders under Division of Juvenile Justice jurisdiction
currently housed in adult facilities.

DOF: Department of Finance
DISCHARGE: When an offender is no longer under the jurisdiction of the CDCR.
DSL: Cases that fall under the Determinate Sentencing Law.

FELON: A person convicted of a felony offense and sentenced to state prison by
the court.

ICSS (Inmate Classification Score System): Security level classification system
implemented on October 15, 2002.

LEVEL I, 11, 11, IV: The security level, and therefore the facility level, assigned
to inmates based on their ICSS score ranges. The higher the score, the higher the
security level.

MEAN: The sum of individual values divided by the number of cases; an average
of all values.

MEDIAN: The middle value in a distribution, above and below which lie an equal
number of values.

NA (New Admission): See Admission.

OUTPATIENT: A civil narcotic addict on parole.
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PAL (Parolee-At-Large): A felon parolee who absconds (hides) from parole
supervision.

PAROLE: After the prison term is served, offenders are supervised in the
community by CDCR for an established period up to the statutory maximum.

PAROLEE: A felon released from confinement in state prison to supervision in the
community.

PENDING REVOCATION: A parolee who has been charged with violating a
condition of parole and placed in CDCR custody pending investigation to determine
if revocation time will be assessed.

PHU: Protective Housing Unit.

PV-RTC (Parole Violator-Returned To Custody): A parolee who has violated
the conditions of parole and has been returned to prison.

PV-WNT (Parole Violator-Returned With a New Term): A parolee who has
received a court sentence for a new crime and been returned to prison.

RAL (Releasee-At-Large): A civil narcotic addict (CNA) on outpatient (parole)
status who absconds from CDCR supervision.

RECEPTION CENTER: An institution designated by the director as a center for
the reception of prisoners newly committed to CDCR.

RETURN RATE: A return rate is a measure of annualized returns per the average
daily parole and parolee-at-large (PAL) population. Rates are computed using
annualized returns and average daily populations to facilitate comparison between
time periods of different lengths and to maintain consistency and stability despite
variability in the population.

Example:

Suppose the number of parole violators returned to custody in a quarter

ending was 15,000 and the average daily parole and PAL population for that

quarter was 120,000. In this case, the return rate would be 50.0.

15,000 x 4 = 60,000 (annualized returns for the quarter)

60,000 + 120,000 = .50 x 100 = 50.0

SAFEKEEPER: County prisoners housed in state prison during sentencing when
the county facility does not have adequate facilities to provide for the prisoner.

SHU: Security Housing Unit.

S/V: Serious, as defined in Penal Code (PC) 1192.7(c) and 1192.8, and Violent as
defined in PC 667.5(c).

SUSPENSION: The interruption of a parole period, usually by absconding. Time
on suspension is not credited to the period of parole.
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
